Dr. Keiki Hinami is currently an Assistant Professor in the Division of Hospital Medicine at Northwestern University Feinberg School of Medicine.  He received his undergraduate degree from the University of Chicago in Chemistry in 1997 and then completed his medical degree in 2002 at State University of New York at Stony Brook. He then returned to the University of Chicago for his Internal Medicine residency, graduating in 2005.  Following residency, he practiced as a hospitalist at the Mayo Clinic in Rochester for one year.  After that, he completed a 3-year combined research and medical ethics fellowship (Clinical Medical Ethics and Health Services Research) at the University of Chicago where his research evaluated patient-level outcomes as they relate to the level and quality of care coordination among providers on an interdisciplinary inpatient transplant service.  
He has continued studying care coordination as a faculty member at Northwestern where half of his time is spent in the clinical arena, including surgical co-management and the other half in research trying to better understand collaborative care in general and medical-surgical co-management.  He recently received a Young Researchers Award from the Society of Hospital Medicine that provides funding for his current project: “Co-managed Strategies to Reduce 30-day Rehospitalizations after Elective Surgery.”  He has also studied hospitalist practice models and how work patterns affect job satisfaction, fit, and burnout.
