INSTRUCTIONS

St. Albert’s Day Posters

Many researchers go to makesigns.com to print out their St. Albert’s Day posters.
The Department of Marketing has downloaded two PowerPoint templates from
makesigns.com and embedded the approved LUC Stritch School of Medicine logo.
The templates can be found on loyola.wired under Forms/Publications>Forms. The
choices are as follows:

* Horizontal format

* 24”7 tall x 48” wide (or 2’ x 4’) when printed at actual size

* For a poster that is 36” x 72” (3’ x 6°), tell the printer to print this file at 150%

* For a poster that is 42” x 84” (3.5 x 7°), tell the printer to print this file at 175%

The widest that makesigns.com can print a poster is 84”. A poster that is 42” x 84”
leaves a 3-inch perimeter within a 4’ x 8’ space, which in most cases works out just fine.

ssom_ 36_48_tall.ppt

* Vertical format

* 36” wide x 48” tall (or 3’ x 4’) when printed at actual size

* For a poster that is 18” x 24” (1.5” x 2), tell the printer to print this file at 50%
* For a poster that is 24” x 32”7 (2’ x 2.66’), tell the printer to print this file at 66%
